Granton - Leith – Granton – Leith – Edinburgh - Copenhagen 
(Why does the cancellation on the ship mail via Scotland change from Granton to 

Leith to Edinburgh?) (Or why is Leith cancellation only from 1896 onwards with few 

exceptions)  

What I am telling her is not the truth – or at least not the whole truth - but it can end up being the troth if 

you can add information. 

The beginning is true, as the information given is from Ib Karup Rasmussens study: "Den danske Regerings 

postkibsfart mellem Danmark og Island 1774-1880" – but it is complicated.  

1873 – 1876 – Skilling 
I start in 1873. "Diana" is sailing via Lerwick or Granton. DFDS takes over partly and sailed with "Arcturus" in 

1876 until 1.7 one trip via Lerwick and two via Granton"1.

1876 – 1879 – AUR  
After 1 August and the aur issuing the picture is not very clear7 but I try. The transit ports is now Leith and 

Granton. The arrival day in Leith/Granton is from 1877 per the issued schedule:

Edinburgh (July 7) and London (9 July) box "SHIP LETTER" 
 

From 1877 to 1879 "Arcturus", "Valdemar" and latest "Phønix" goes via Leith11.

In 1880, DFDS takes over and use Leith. 

 

The following is a letter send by SS Phønix leaving Reykjavik on 8 May 1880. Per schedule, it should have 

arrived in Leith on 16 may – but it appears, that it went faster and arrived 13 May. From the auction catalog: 

"Extremely rare cover with 20 aur pale violet of printing I of 1876 sent to Scotland canc. "REYKJAVÍK 8.5". 

Transit canc. "LEITH MY 13 80" and arrival canc. "CASTLE DOUGLAS MY 14 80". 

 

 



 

1880 CAMOENS 
 

The "hors and emigrant" route by K. & D. Slimon with SS CAMOENS (and for a short time "SS Craigforth") 

complicate the picture. She actually start 1879 in Leith, but per the plan return to Granton, but she probably 

didn’t carry mail until 1880, and the one I know was handled in Leith or in Leith and in Edinburgh 

I have found no plan for the travel in 1880 

Year 1880 was the first year with the small SHIP LETTER – the following is from Palssons collection and from 

"Reykjavik 27.6 (1880). In fact, Camoens was in Reykjavik on 27 June 1880 – but it probably vent north to

It only became official to send mail with Camoens from summer 188212. It probably ended in 188313

131883 was the latest year with a regular traffic with Camoens. In June 1894, the timetable for 1884 was announced, 
but it never came into effect. Camoens grounded near Orkney Island but further travel was announced in 1884 and 
1885 and traffic vent on to at least 1887 – but not with mail.

In 1887 the round LEITH SHIP LETTER appears.14  However, it is to me only known on stationary from 

Norway: The first is with the date JY 27 87 

 

And ("10 øre P.S. card – 3-rings cancellation number "92" (Vossebanen) transit cancellation "Leith Ship 

Letter AUG 24 87" send to Ashfield, England")  

 

There are no real pattern in the items cancelled with LEITH SHIP LETTER addressed to England, Denmark, 

France, Germany and Austria. Some canceled in Reykjavik and some are not. The LEITH SHIP LETTER is on 

some used to cancel the stamp and on other just added beside.

Faroe Islands to Reykjavik. Cancelled Reykjavik 24.6 (93) and sent with S/S Laura (26.6) via Granton 

to Denmark. On reverse transit canc.: 5 W Edinburgh JU 30 93 (single circle) and arrival Næstved 

2.7.93.6-7E (bridge type). On front handwritten 3 Juli 1893 (day of receipt). Correctly franked when 

requesting this route: 40 aur (1.8.1876 – 31.3.1921.

Written at arrival to Vestmannaeyjar 3. August 1893. Sender expects to arrive at Faroe 
Islands on the 5th, Scotland on the 9th and finally in Copenhagen 14-15. August. 
The card, however, already arrived at Copenhagen 12.8.1893. The quicker transport explains 
why so many – as demonstrated in this compilation - asked for and paid 2 aur (10 aur instead 
of 8 aur) for transport of mail (postcards) to Denmark via UK. 



 

Oval, 16 Aur, 3. print. From ESKÍFJÓRDUR 11.8. to Copenhagen. Arrival cancellation KJØBENHAVN 21.8.1893. 

But how? 

And then another mystery: It appears that it was delivered in Reykjavik on 29 September 1893 – further 

have a Reykjavik cancellation on the front from 30 September and arrive in Copenhagen 30 October 

1993 – and there are no schedule of ships. It might have gone with Otto Wathnes "Jæderen" leaving

The ships come in Faroe Islands and Leith or Granton on Scotland the route back from Iceland. 
 
In Stefnir - 24. April 1896 it was announced – that DFDS will use Leith instead of Granton. 
The announcement was repeated 31 Maj and 27 June.

1896 Vestas 
The Icelandic Government chartered SS VESTA in 1896 from DFDS.  

 



The first trip from Copenhagen ended in Akureyri. Where VESTA´S was damaged and it was necessary to 

charter another ship, probably REYKJAN -  It is mentioned that the departure from Reykjavik April 30, west, 

north and east will be delayed, so the trip from Reykjavik May 14 to the east coast is cancel, and the boat 

take the direct route from Reykjavik to Leith.  

 

The following plan was consequently changed to some degree.  

Reykjavik Leith Copenhagen 

3 April 7 April 11 April 

14 may 18 May (See above) 22 May (estimate) 

17 July  26 July NOT TO COPENHAGEN 

8 October 12 October 16 October 

22. November  26. November  30. November 

 

To match all of them with the cancellation dates I have and know is nevertheless difficult. It does 
not look like Vesta vent around Leith – there is no (perhaps one – see below) sign of here. There 
were disagreements between Denmark and Iceland and VESTAS was not paid for transporting mail 
until summer.

Letter send from REYKJAVIK 12.7.1896 to Teignmouth, England. Transit EDINBURGH 17.7.96 and 
arrival TEIGNMOUTH 18.7.96. It doesn’t fit with another observation but when 17. July it is the 
only real possibility. 16 
 

 

 
 
 

Vesta was in fact in Reykjavik on 8 December 1896 – went to Dýrafjörður and back to Reykjavik 
 

 
16 Vesta left Reykjavik 17th July and vent west, north and to Denmark. Passing Isafjord 19th July caring a 10 aur "pr. 
Vesta via Leith" briefspjald, Seidisfjord 23rd July, arriving in Ringkjøbing (Jutland -Denmark) 29th July. No transit 
cancellations but it has to have transported by train.  



 
 

In Reykjavik on 14 December 1896 and then 15 December south – an in Edinburgh 20 December 
1896 – not Leith. Leith was used the same day - I have DE 20 1896. The difference? 
 

 
 



 
 
8 aur double stationery card (Facit no. 5) with added 3 aur p. 14 x 13 ½ cancelled REYKJAVIK 15.12.96, the 
card sent to Germany. Transit cancelled EDINBURGH DE 20 96 on the reverse of the reply card (which is 
unused), arrival cancelled WIESBADEN 22.12 on front.

From 1897 both the ordinary Leith cancellation and the round LEITH SHIP LETTER is used – I do not know 
why.

1897 Vesta 
The Icelandic government announced in December 1896: 

 

The first plan is here, and it is intended to go to Leith too (and sometime to Liverpool) on its way to 

Copenhagen  

And in Martz 1887 

 



There was a lot of complains about Vesta in 1897 and it ended with two transport of sheep to France and 

charter of HJALMAR from Tulinius for the rest of the year. There is no sign of mail from HJALMAR either. 

Vestas was returned to DFDS in 1898
