An Early Iceland Airmail — Or not? by Brian Flack

Followers of the early airmail services within Iceland will be familiar with the story of their origin
in 1928 and their early demise in 1931. The service was unreliable and cripplingly expensive to the
post office in times of economic depression. Possibly less well known is the re-emergence of an
inland airmail service a couple of years before the Second World War. In April 1938, Flugfélag
Akureyrar, a newly founded airline, started regular passenger and postal flights between Akureyri
and Reykjavik using a seaplane, a Waco YKS-7, known as “The Eagle”. Thanks to research by
Mike Tuttle, who unearthed an American book Airmail Operations During WW2 by Thomas H.
Boyle Jnr., we know that the service ceased when the Waco floatplane capsized while taking off in
late 1939. In 1940, the company was reorganised under the name Flugfelag Islands (Iceland
Airways). It acquired another Waco float biplane.

Cancelled Akureyri Bla (type 2) dated 22.1.39. 20aur inland rate valid 1.10.25 to 31.12.39.

I am showing a cover which is correctly franked 20aur for an inland letter from Akureyri to
Reykjavik in 1939. | am not saying that this is an airmail cover, and | know of course that all stamps
were valid for surface and for airmail. However | am wondering, why did the sender choose to use
“airmail” stamps when other “normal” stamps were available ? In admittedly flimsy support of the
possibility that it might be an airmail cover, it did travel from Akureyri to Reykjavik in the period
when Flugfélag Akureyrar operated. The 20aur rate is not a problem in that the additional 10aur
airmail supplement was dropped from October 1930 until the end of the airmail services in June
1931 and not resurrected. Against the possibility that it might have been carried by air, is the
Reykjavik cancel on reverse which is 11 days after posting! A cynic might remark it must have
been a very slow flight, but | would say that 11 days between Akureyri and Reykjavik was
remarkably slow even by ship in 1939. Whether or not my hope is rather fanciful that it might be an
airmail cover, |1 would be interested to know if readers may be able to report if they have got or seen
any covers carried by Flugfélag Akureyrar, and what external markings are there to indicate that
they were flown?

Exotic Destinations VI - Letters ‘G’ and ‘H’ by Brian Flack

I thank the editor for his suggestions about the next letters ‘G’ and ‘H’, and I would love to have
obliged him with a Gambia and a Haiti, but unfortunately cannot presently do so. I could have
delivered his other choices, Greece and Hungary, but with all respect to those two worthy nations |
think the following destinations are rather more exotic.

GUADELOUPE

This island was named by Christopher Columbus after a Spanish monastery at Extramadura in
Spain where an apparition of the Virgin Mary was claimed. For several centuries France and Britain
swopped possession of Guadeloupe either violently or by treaty, and then would you believe it,
there was even a period of Swedish control from 1813 to 1815, after which France regained
ownership, which has continued to the present day. Its current status is that of French Overseas
Département 971. My correspondent lived in St. Barthélemy, an island commune which separated
from Guadeloupe for administration purposes as recently as 2007. We shared a mutual friend whose
wife came from St Kitts in the West Indies. Our correspondence continued intermittently for a few
years or so, and then ceased following the great calamity which struck the Guadeloupe islands on
17" September 1989 when hurricane Hugo devastated Montserrat and parts of Guadeloupe with
severe damage to property and some loss of life. Many people were left homeless and I did not hear
from Mlle Berry again. | have often wondered what became of her.

The picture of the cancel is a signet cancel with the text ,POSTUR number SIMI* and was
intended for use in wax to close mail. All the signets by post and telegram stations were
replaced by end of 1958. Near to 480 new ones were then sent out and recorded in the
names of stations managers both of the post and also the telegram offices. The old
signets should then be returned to the head office. In Pést- and simatidindi No. 10-12
Okt.-des. 1958 there is a list of all the stations which then received them.
| have seen some of them used for cancelling stamps from collecting offices but not
common and can add No. 223 was issued to the post and telegram station Hagi. So
somebody has used it incorrectly to CTO long time after this stamp went out of use.

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When is Hraukur not Hraukur? Answer, when it is the wrong Hraukur. By Brian Flack

One of the advantages of rewriting your collection is you can find errors or new questions which
require an answer. It is a good number of years since my Rangarvallasysla collection was given any
proper attention. Recently | was trying to follow the progress of the various cancels used in the
group of farms in Austur and Vestur-Landeyjarhreppur. When my collection was written up 10 or
more years ago, | was foolish enough to rely on modern maps for my sole reference. The following
account may be of interest to any other collectors who made the same wrong assumption as | did
concerning a farm named Hraukur. | begin with the cancels used at Lj6tarstadir, a crown and
posthorn followed by the numeral 15. The Ljotarstadir farm lies on Route 252 in Austur-
Landeyjarhreppur. It closed on 31% December 1906 and the cancels went to another farm named

In the Bajartal of 1915 the only Hraukur is
shown under Kalfsstadir. In that year Lindartin is not mentioned. Similarly in Bejartal of 1930
Hraukur is stated, but no Lindartin, and again in 1937 Hraukur is found, then under Gardsauki, but
Lindartun is not mentioned. Finally in the Bajartal of 1951 Hraukur is not mentioned at all, but
Lindartdn is then found and this can be seen on the above map on road 255 near to Kéalfsstadir. The
final proof came when pér found a map of 1941 which clearly showed the location of the farm
Hraukur as being where Lindartin is now. The present Hraukur is on road 275 and can be seen on
the left edge of the map below pykkvibar, and did not exist on the 1941 map, and therefore cannot
be the one which had the collecting office. POr suggests that for the purpose of cancel records we
state that the collecting office at Hraukur changed its name to Lindartun as of 31.12.1945 and was
not in fact a closing/moving of the collecting office. Finally, a closer inspection of that excellent
Post Offices Gazetteer written by David Loe back in the 1980s and published in serial form in
Scandinavian Contact, would have enabled me to avoid my mistake. In Part XXII on
Rangarvallasysla, David said Hraukur was also known as Lindartun ! por is intrigued to know how
