Rate Problem by Brian Flack et. al.

A precious item was for sale on Ebay. Sometimes you meet an unusual object and wonder how the postage was built
up. Having received the new issue of postal rates | tried to solve the problem. The book being new to me, | turned to
Brian himself, the author of the new “rate-book” to have the solution. Simultaneously, | requested an explanation of
how he proceeded. That would help me, when | have my next problem. “Postkrafa” dated 18 XI 1926.

So, Dear Brian, How did you proceed?

Frequently when | am asked to explain a postal rate there is something unusual which prevents giving a
straightforward explanation. Usually the person who asks has tried, and despite using the best references
available (my book!) is unable to solve the problem. | am flattered that Ole used my new book on Iceland
postal rates, but it did not on its own provide him with the immediate answer to his question on this most
interesting item, and so he turned to me for help. The illustration shows part of a parcel card or rather a
clipping from a printed Postkrafa form which was sent with a registered parcel from a shop in Reykjavik to a
recipient in Vestmannaeyjar in November 1926. The total franking is 270aurar.

In normal circumstances the postage on this clipping would be calculated by working out the C.O.D. charge,
and then by deducting that from the total postage paid, we would arrive at the rate paid for the parcel
postage, having made an allowance in this case for the registration charge. Fortunately we can still see part
of the ‘R’ registration stamp without which the calculation would have been even more difficult to arrive at.
Unfortunately, we cannot see on the clipping a detail such as the weight of the parcel which would have
helped in the calculation of the postage paid.

However, normal circumstances do not apply to this item, which has rather unusual and confusing features
which required a second opinion before any attempt was made to arrive at an explanation of the postage rate.
There is no better person to seek advice from than Olafur Eliasson, to whom | turned for advice. This is
Olafur s 1nterpretat10n Verbatlm of the conflicting information shown on the clipping.

There is something strange going on here, which | do not
fully understand. The amount of the COD as typewritten in
red on the shadowed line at top reads: "Seven hundred
ninety and three (in ink) kr 50aur.” The amount in red
numerals above reads 79 (+ something unreadable in ink) kr
50aur. At the bottom of the card the text/receipt reads: "The
above mentioned amount has been paid by 79kr 50ur" and
signed by The Post Office Ve (= Vestmannayjar) plus a
violet cachet.

Either one or the other of the two subsequent calculations
applies, depending, on which of the conflicting C.O.D.
amounts you choose to believe to be true. (I have expanded
Olafur’s calculations in order to illustrate for the reader how
the individual parts of the total calculations are arrived at).

This is a reconstruction of the rate for a C.0.D. amount of
~## Ny 793.50kr:-

C.0.D.-fee: 20aur + 60aur up to 100kr + 20aur per additional 100kr or less = (7x20) =220aur.

Registration fee is 30aur and a minimum parcel fee by ship is 50aur plus 10aur min. per 500gm = 60aur.

This adds up to 310aur which clearly does not fit the postage of 270aur.

A reconstruction of the rate for a C.0.D. amount of 79.50kr reads:--

C.0O.D.-fee: 20aur + 60aur up to 100kr, = 80aur.

This leaves 160aur for the parcel rate. This would be correct for a 5.5kg parcel as follows:-

INDONESIA

Keen followers of these articles will know that this is the second time these islands have been my
choice as an exotic destination. The first occasion came under the letter “D” for Dutch East Indies”.
This is the former name of the modern state of Indonesia.

Cancelled Reykjavik 19.1.1960. Backstamped Djakarta 28.1.60.

The cover is franked 11kr 05. The outside Europe surface rate from 1.7.58 to 29.2.60 was 225aur
up to 20gm. The airmail supplement from 1.4.59 to 29.2.60 to Indonesia was 290aur for each 5gm.
Therefore the correct rate for a 15gm letter would have been 225aur + 870aur (290aur x 3) =
1095aur. The cover is 10aur overpaid.
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The Japanese characters in red are probably a translation of the address for the local postman. This
was certainly common practice in modern China when foreign letters arrived for local delivery.
Unfortunately there is no transit or receiving cancels. The Nagasaki destination is an intriguing one.
It is to be hoped that Marian had left there before 1945.

From the first aur issue in 1876 till we reach the end of 1939 the
postage for an inland letter was doubled. This was a period of 53 years. That’s what | call economic stability.
The postage inland and to Denmark was the same from the early twenties until the end of 1939. | mention

this because | cannot show an inland letter with the latest issued 20 aur. ®
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The last 20 aur in red was issued 1939.

This was the story of “no inflation”.
Now we turn to “inflation”. There will be no comparison to the well-known inflation in Germany in the early
twenties, although | have no up to date knowledge of what is going on in Iceland today.

My intention is to dig into what | call the Icelandic inflation period 1979 — 1983 when rate increases
occurred frequently,

One of the things that occur when you have rapid inflation is, that stamps issued for a purpose, will not be
able to “do their duty”.

The typical colour of the value
for an inland letter was red for
many years. This is still the case
in Denmark. But as you know
the Icelandic Post is
independent since 1944, and is
accordingly able to choose what
colours they like. There are no
UPU rules anymore, though the
Danish Post still uses the colour
red for an inland letter.

Inland letter from Seydisfjorour
to Reykjavik 1900 (backstamped
Reykjavik)
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The first stamps of 1979 are the CEPT issue of April 30" in
1979. 110 kr was the airmail rate to Europe, and 190 kr was for
the foreign (outside Europe) airmail rate on the day of issue.
These two stamps had a possibility to fulfil their purpose for one
month as rates were changed on June 1%. It is not that easy to
obtain such a letter. 110 kr single on cover is no problem as
inland rate was 110 kr from June 1% 1979 until January 31%
1980. It was however not intended for this issue. A 190 kr single
was not easy, as you would have to wait until June 1981 before
you again find a rate of 190 kr, then for an inland/Nordic letter.

My thoughts about printing production time raise a question. It seems that the French printers were not
working so fast as the Swiss. | imagine, that stamps were ordered about at least 4 months before day of issue.
Rates were increasing faster, and the 80 kr intended for postcards and printed matter would never be used as

a single because the rate for postcards and printed matter was 90 kr when these stamps were on sale.

The 170 kr had a face value intended for airmail letters for outside Europe. Again this was too late for
intended use, because the rate had increased to 190 kr. It wasn"t until 1980, when 170 kr could be used as a

single on cover.

I had during the summer a meeting with J:Steen-Larsen about the Icelandic numeral cancels.
The vendor demanded the collection back and has removed all the cancels that Mr.Steen-
Larsen recognized as forged or fakes. The vendor, who lives in Holland, had bought the
collection as it was at the auction house G.Loth in Germany and thought it was a scoop! | have
a copy of the full documentation of the listings and presentation at G.Loth and have also
spoken with the person there in charge.

They are only willing to to one thing,- look out if the same vendor comes with more material.
On the back of each sheet was the name of the deceased Berlin dealer K.H:Willke, who
specialized in Scandinavia, but his widow says she has not handed in these to any auction
house, so it is either a coincidence or that material has been sold by him before he died.

Since there has been mentioning of "police matter” and "if Enger's Frimerker are willing to co-
operate", we think that the above should also be published in the club magazines.
To go to the police with this matter in Norway will lead to absolutely nothing. They would not
even be willing to send tha case to Germany but would drop it in the wastepaper basket,
which they did 20 years ago when somebody in Switzerland wrote 100 certificates in my
name and tried to sell a collection of Norway, ALL FAKES!!! - for 100 000 Swiss Francs with
"certificates from Enger" and [ wanted the man arrested and imprisoned for fraud.

Den forste praesident for republiken Island, Sveinn Bjornsson, blev
fadt i Kgbenhavn 27 februar 1881 og dede 25. Januar 1952.

Han blev valgt som guverngr i parlamentet i 1941 og blev farste
praesident i Island, valgt af parlamentet pa Thingvellir da republiken
blev grundlagt 17. Juni 1944. Han blev genvalgt uden modstand i
1945 og igen 1949. Han dgde pa praesidentposten 1952.

Sveinn Bjornsson tog studentereksamen i 1900 og fik juridisk
embedseksamen fra Kgbenhavns Universitet i 1907. Han sad i
Reykjaviks ,bajarstjorn™ fra 1912-1920. 1 1920 blev han
ambassadgr i Kgbenhavn indtil 1924 og igen fra 1926 til 1941.
Han var en af grundleeggerne af Eimskipafelag (dampskibsselskab)
@er i 1914 og formand herfor 1914-1920 og 1924-1926. | efteraret
1918 en af grundlaeggerne af socialforsikringsfonden i Island, formand herfor 1918-1920 og 1924-
1926.
