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Preliminary Result of Edinburgh “Paquebot” research until 1920
By Mike Tuttle, Jakob Arrevad and Ole Svinth

Initial remarks: The different marks will be named “A”, “B”, “C”......and for differences 1, 2 ....
according to appearance. All measuring are from centre of foot of “P” to centre of foot of “T”.

It appears that the first 33 mm mark “A1” from 1903 (first known date to us 19 11 03) was used
until 1910, when according to records a repair took place and we now have “A2” in use, showing of
course the same size. In the years up to 1910 it is seen how the first mark gets more and more worn.
The traffic on Edinburgh was increasing through these years and this “A2” mark got worn too. That
leads to an apparently new repair (a second one) in 1913 and “A3” turned up.

A new mark was more or less simultaneously seen. It is 40 mm long and called “B”. These two
marks “A3” and “B” were still in use in 1920 and we shall later see, what happened after 1920.

“A1” was distributed to many British post offices (a list shown later), and only the side mark can
tell the name of office in question. The postmark is 33 mm from centre of foot of “P” to centre of
foot of “T”.

The nice early copy to illustrate is seen from 1903 above and underneath two copies of the - later on
- worn “A1” in 1908 09. The “T” almost disappeared in 1908.

2 more copies of the more or less worn out “A2” from 1912 and 1913 are shown. It is not just bad
handling by the postman. The height of letters growing is a certain sign of decay.

In 1913 a new Paquebot marking of 40mm in length and taller letters appears. We call it “B”". First
seen used April 25" 1913.

The copy of April 1913 is not a very “sharp” copy but
shown as documentation, and it is still in use 1920.

The “B”, and the newly repaired/new? “A2”, now being
“A3” (see below) were used simultaneously.

From late 1914 during WW | the marking was stopped
until 1920. A letter from 1919 is not yet seen.

with dumb cancels. We suspect the shown one, perhaps to be used at
Edinburgh, being the most common.

Post offices getting what we call “A” were: % !
Bristol, Dartmouth, Dover, Folkestone, Grimsby, Liverpool, London, Newcastle -on- Tyne North
Shields, Plymouth, South Shields, Southhampton, Greenock, Leith, Edinburgh, Grangemouth, and
Glasgow. Cobh and Dublin in Ireland and finally St Heller and St. Peter Port on Jersey.

Colour of the ink used.

It has been a puzzle especially to Jakob, why different colours of ink has been used for the Paquebot
mark. He finally found an article by Mike Dovey. A quotation from this recent article from TPO
and seapost society in UK gave an answer.

Initially the mark was to be used with purple ink and special inkpads were issued with an ordinary
purple ink. However, in many cases a post office would use the regular black ink issued to them and
this, being a very strong and indelible type of ink, would often soften the rubber handstamp and
cause the mark to spread until it became so distorted it was unusable. Therefore, in many cases, the
older the mark then the more unreadable it became.

Jakob further is puzzled with the fact that "the same rubber stamp looks differently on a Monday
and at a Friday". It is probably so, that several identical rubber stamps were issued, and that they
were used to a different extent — and worn differently.

Please make a comment if you have dates making the gaps closer on first or last date of use.

If any new facts on this period turn up, we will of course let you know.
Reference to Hosking and others will be made when the series are finished.

Iceland Scott 172 Gullfoss, Slot-machine perf.

This was the headlines from an Ebay auction. A small lesson on “Gullfoss” is coming up.

The 35 aur was never for sale from the slot machine at Reykjavik
post office. If it was true, the perfs on the vertical sides had to be
cut. As you can see the cuts are on the horizontal sides. Why is
that? The 35 aur was intended to be for sale in the slot machine;
therefore rolls were made for this purpose. When rolls were made
horizontal strips of 10 from the sheets were attached to one another
by the gum on the margins. Margins cut down to 2-3 mm. They
could be torn or cut out of the sheet. Stamps torn out of the sheets
cannot be identified. The correct description of the item would be:
“Stamp from rolls prepared for slot machine”.

Most of these used 35 aur stamps from rolls are seen dated after the
war. Shown item is from 1946.

I was lucky to find an unused 35 aur from roll. You can see part of
sheet margin to the left. Only every 10" stamp in the roll had
margin part on back. Naturally, the margin was cut down, or only
half the stamp would bind to cover! The only problem was, that
when stamp was attached to cover there was no glue on the outer 2-
3 mm (right or left) of stamp.

Late Folmer @stergaard bought a roll at Frimerkjasalan in the 40°s.
Unfortunately some silver fish demolished a small part. It was shown
to us members of the “ISLANDSGRUPPEN” (a forerunner to
Islandsklubben i Danmark) who found it amusing, and even Folmer
produced a very small smile.

The procedure varies from print to print and within the prints. More than one employee was
engaged in the roll making. Probably employees at Reykjavik post office, and each of them could
have their own method of roll-making, although it is obvious, that the margin had to be used to
attach the strips of 10.
